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Welcome to term 4! As we enter this final term, it's hard to believe that our Year 6 students are in
the home stretfch of their primary school journey. Students are excited for an engaging and

productive few months ahead.

English:
During weeks Tto 3, students will focus on procedural witing, where they will lsarn about the
structure and language features needed to write clear and effective instructions

Following this, students will shift their fecus to information reparts, tying in with their Genius Hour
profects. As part of this unit, students will credte padcasts that showcase their research and
understanding of their chosen topics

In addition to writing, students will explore careers of the future and goal-setling sirategies to help
them think dbout their persond asprations and the pathways they may pursue

Grammar will also be a key focus this term, with further explict kssens on the correct use o
quatation marks, conjunclions, and sentence structure to enfance their witing skills

Our morpholagy-based spelling program will continue to be implemented in W32, helping
students deepen their understanding of word formation and spelling patterns.

Finally, reading camprehension will be developed through our angoing quided reading program
Students will rad in small groups with an adut a least once a week, allowing for targeted
suppart. Add tionally, whole-class activties, such as think-alouds, modelled reading, and dialogic
discussions, will encourage deeper engagement with texs and foster critical thinking skills

HASS: Civics and Citizenship

Vear 6 HASS Civics and Citzenship leaming fezuses on understanding Australia's democratic
qovemment, including the rokes and responsibilties of its three levels, and the rights and
resporsiblities of ctizers. Students ako explore how laws are made and the values that underpin
Australian democracy.

This term, students will akso deepen their understanding of Aboriginal perspectives, with a focus on
the cubural signficance of land and its connection to Austrdids First Netions peoples. They wil
explore the diferent land segments of Austrdlia, including their historical and spiritual importance,
and how Indigenous Australians have cared for and sustained these lands for thousands of years

Maths

Students will despen their understanding by exploring the connections between frations, decimds,
and percentages in the cantext of probabilty. They will compare observed frequencies wih
expected frequencies and assess the probable outcomes of common games, justifying their famess

Addtionally, students wil be irtroduced to the Cartesian plane, where they wil learn to plot points
and expbre coordinates. This concept will be finked to mapping, alowing studerts to see the
prectical application of geomelry in navigation and spatial reasoning.

To further develop their problem-solving and critcal thinking skils, students wil engage in Maths
investigations. These cpen-ended, real-life problems wil require them to apply a range of
matheratical concepts they have studied throughout the year

Science: Biological

'Life's Needy! k& the focus for biologizd science this tem. Students will see that the growth
and sunvival of living things are dependent on makter and energy flows within a larger system
They will describe and predict the effect of environmental changes on indiidul living things
and explain how scientific knowledge helps us to solve problems, inform decisions and identify
historicd and cubural contributions. They will investigate Aborigind peoples’ knowledge and
understanding of the physical conditions necessary for the survival of certain plants and animds
in the environment. Students wil begin to see the role of variables in measuring changes and
the value of accuracy in these measurements and will learn how to look for pattems and to use
these to idertily and exphin reldioships by drawing o evidence

Digital technologies:

s pat of the integrated Englsh program, students will continue to buld on ther
understanding of how to create and produce podeasts using Soundlrap. They wil focus on
incorporating sound effeds, music and voice recordings to enhance the qualty and engagement
of their podcasts

In Design and Technology, we have been locking @t “Farm to Food" Students have been
deepening their understanding of how we make and produce food and the things we use daly,
and the impact changing the envionment has on people and place

Child Protection Curriculum:

In our Child Pretection Curriculum, students wil lean how to recognize and respend to risky
situations. They will be taught how to idenfify unsafe situations, whether online or in person,
and understand the dfference between safe, unsafe, and unwarted attention We will encourage
them to develep important safely strategs, such as saying no when they feel uncomortable,
seeking help from trusted aduls, and communicating clearly when something doesnt feel right
